OPEN SLATHER ON THE PARK LANDS! 
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The article above is from the Sunday Mail - Sunday 24 May.   It seems the O-Bahn highway through
Rymill Park is to be just the first of many planned assaults by future infrastructure on the Park Lands.

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This is just some of the Park Lands potentially targeted for future "public infrastructure".

The proposal is to allow "public infrastructure" in these areas.  What is publicinfrastructure? As well as the O-Bahn (and trucks, cars and proposed trams) throughRymill Park it includes items such as railways and railway buildings, pedestrianoverpasses, tunnels, electricity sub-stations, sewerage treatment works, bus depots, andpossibly public schools.  It's a very wide ambit.
APPA is considering obtaining legal advice on whether the State Government can over-ridethe requirements of Federal legislation (the Environment Protection and BiodiversityConservation Act 1999) to jeopardise the national heritage Park Lands.
At the 'Save Rymill Park Picnic Rally' this Sunday (31 May) you can obtain a copy of aletter to sign and send to the Development Policy advisory Committee (DPAC) about thisproposal.  The DPAC advises the Planning Minister, John Rau.

'FOR KING AND COUNTRY'
In the Autumn 2015 edition of the printed 'Adelaide Park Lands Gazette' we commencedlooking at memorials erected in the Park Lands to commemorate the 'Great War' 1914-18.
In that edition, Walter and Guy Dollman outlined part of the story behind each of sevenWW1 memorials:

War Memorial Oak (1914) in Cresswell GardensDardanelles Memorial (1915) in Lundie GardensWar Memorial Drive (1919)AIF Garden, West Terrace Cemetery (1920)Lower North Adelaide Soldiers Memorial (1921)Cross of Sacrifice & Stone of Remembrance (Women`s War Memorial) (1922)War Horse Memorial, Rundle Park (1923)
The planned Spring edition of the Gazette will continue with additional features onmemorials to the Great War' that were erected in the Park Lands between 1925 and 2011.
Among them will be a story about this well-known feature of Adelaide University, erected in1927:
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The Cloisters is a memorial to 470 members of the University who served overseas in World War 1, of whom
64 gave their lives.
Members of the University community subscribed to construct the Cloisters as a permanent monument
together with the sombre Roll of Honour in the Mitchell Building to those who were killed.  Regrettably, like
other historic vandalism in the University precinct, the southern wing of the cloisters was later demolished to
accommodate Union buildings.
