1. Introduction and naming

Park 9 covers just 5.7 hectares — less than 1% of the
entire Park Lands. It's the local park for lower North
Adelaide, and Gilberton residents. Its Kaurna name
means the place of the “tidla” root vegetable. William
Bundey was Mayor of Adelaide in the 1880s.

2. History

Park 9 contains three distinct areas: a bushland trail in
the western corner; a “community hub” off MacKinnon
Pde, and a well-used sporting oval. The park contains
several large trees, some dating back more than a
century, including a majestic river red gum right on the
corner.

3. Bushland trail
The trail is framed, literally, with a wire-and-post

metal dragonflies. This area is a haven for native
birds and animals including possums.

4. Playspace and community hub

The area includes a petanque piste, courts for
tennis and basketball barbecues and picnic tables.
The adventure playspace was built in 2016.

5. MacKinnon Pde streetscape

Historic houses fronting Park 9 include #50 which
has been a school (“Keith House” from 1850s) the
“Keith Sheridan Institute (from 1925) and “Sheridan
Theatre” (from 1963). It's now a private house.

6. MacKinnon Pde residents activity
